This is in
stark contrast to the rigidity of top-down
centrally controlled organisations that
produced the one size fits all policies of
the last century. Sudh policies do not fit in
today s society and tend to leave many
local organisations sadly out of step with
the changed needs of the communities
they are meant to serve.

Life Education Centres in the South
East reflects the bottom-up nature of
potential National LEC development. This
was first recognised by Wendy Boumer,
Chairman Croydon and Surrey, some years
back. Consequently, she initiated
